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DUNWICH TOWN TRUST MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 13 SEPTEMBER 2021 AT 6pm IN THE READING ROOM MINUTES

1. Welcomes and Apologies

NM introduced everyone present as HT had not met everybody before.

The meeting was declared quorate.

JH declared a conflict of interest under grants.

2. Minutes of Meeting on 12 July 2021

No amendments had been proposed since the last meeting’s minutes went out. NM therefore signed them off as a true record.  

NM also signed off several sets of previous minutes which dated from the lockdown period.  JL confirmed that all these were already up on the DTT website.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes

Most matters outstanding were covered elsewhere on the agenda.  Other matters that were discussed are noted here.
As nobody had been in to the Wilderness to do any pruning, Trustees agreed to meet to clear the path round on Sunday 31 October 2021 at 10.00am.  

The grass had very recently been cut in the orchard and Dylan Bakker had suggested that the brambles and other intruding plants might need clearing at some stage. It was agreed that he should be asked to do this as necessary.  A.P. JL to respond to D Bakker’s suggestion accordingly.  Trustees discussed when and whether the fruit trees would need pruning. A.P. NM to follow up with the Suffolk Orchard Group and report back to Trustees. 
Matters Arising from the Minutes (cont.)

NM/RS had written a reminder to the village about grants and to alert new residents about DTT’s work. As it was unclear whether this information had been sent out, RS would arrange for it to be sent on the ‘Dunwich Circulation’ e-mail by Geoff Abell.  AP: RS to organise with G Abell.
Although the Mortuary was generally considered to be a very dry building, NM had still to check that it was suitable for storing DTT files.

4.  Clerk’s Report

This had been circulated. Most of the issues were covered elsewhere on this meeting’s agenda.

5. Car Park/Beach

Leiston Press had completed the ‘Keep Dunwich Special’ sign, which had been put up on the fence so that it was visible on the way into the car park.
DTT had been approached by Amy Spurdens who was the ‘Definitive Map Officer’ in the Growth, Highways and Infrastructure Directorate of Suffolk County Council. She was organising a beach clean volunteering session in affiliation with the Marine Conservation Society (MCS) which was to take place on Thursday 16 September 2021. The MCS used litter surveys to inform their work and to look at patterns of littering over time. She forwarded a map of the 100 metre long stretch of beach referred to as Dunwich Village North. This was the stretch of beach on the seaward side of the winch huts, extending down to the tide line.  NM agreed on the Trustees’ behalf that they could go ahead with the beach clean.   MCS could leave rubbish the big bins in the car park and glass could be recycled up by the café.   
6. Treasurer’s Report and Financial Matters

In the absence of the Treasurer, NM reported that Ensors had sent the final version of the Accounts, which had been filed in the Reading Room.

The current accounts and financial report had been circulated to Trustees. No concerns had been raised although it was noted that expenditure was greater than anticipated, mainly because of repairs to the car park.

The recently revised policies had been put up on the DTT website. Signed copies had also been filed in the DTT filing cabinets at the Reading Room.
